• Debriefings:
– From the general to the specific
– From the easy to the difficult…

•• SSituation - ask an open question aimed at general terms
•• PProblem - again, begin with an open question, aiming to find the 

crew’s view of the challenge
•• IImplications - use either open or closed questions to bring out the 

implications of the problem. (It may have to involve 
your own deduction)

•• NNeeds - use either open or closed questions to get some 
precise definition of the needs that would resolve the 
problem…
