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Bulletin no. 2

01 June 2003

NORGLIDE 2003 is due to start soon.  This bulletin no. 2 has been prepared to provide some practical information on how to find the venue, and the latest information on airspace and competition area.  Also included are the main points of the Local Procedures as a reminder.

Travel instructions / How to find your way to Ole Reistad Gliding Centre, Starmoen: 

The gliding centre is located near the village Elverum, approximately 150 km north East of the Capitol Oslo.  From Oslo, take E-6 towards Trondheim.  Approximately 25 km south of Hamar, take 211 towards Elverum / Tynset, and proceed via 25 towards Elverum.  When arriving in Elverum,  proceed across the river, straight ahead through a roundabout, and proceed east towards Trysil.  At the 3,2 km mark from the roundabout, take to the right at the signs “Starmoen Fritidspark” and “Likvern”.  Proceed for 4,2 km and take to the right again at the sign “Starmoen Fritidspark”.  After 1,1 km you have the entrance to the airfield on the right hand side.

The GPS coordinates are N60.52,8 E011.40,4.   A scanned map of the area from Oslo to Elverum can be found on the homepage:  http://www.nak.no/wgc2004/
Catering / Shopping / Leisure

There will be a cafeteria service on the airfield. Cold and hot meals will be available all day.   Shops, restaurants, banks etc are open 6 days a week in Elverum centre, 10 km from the airfield. 

There is a 18 hole golf course on the site. Bring your clubs and green card if you wish to play. In addition there is a public go-cart racing track.

The tasks will be Racing Task and Speed Task Assigned Area.

A readme-file (NG_Airspace_ReadMe_1.txt) in the data set explains the content of the individual files. Use the files with caution and always verify with an official source.

Start points

The pilots will be divided into three groups by drawing lot. There will be three start points each day, approximately 10 km apart.  

Scoring

All pilots will fly the same task each day, although using different start points the distance will be marginal different. The scoring program will handle this.

It is the personal responsibility of each pilot to ensure that no prohibited substance enters his / her body.
