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REGULATIONS

for

STARMOEN AIRPORT

1 General regulations

These regulation are issued by the board of S/NLF NAK, last uptated in March 2003. It is valid until further regulation is given. These regulations apply for all users of ORS. 

All users should have read and understood these regulations prior to any flying activity at ORS. Users violating these regulations by will, or does not comply with these regulations or directions given by personnel in charge at ORS, may be expelled from ORS.

Information regarding personnel in charge used in these regulations will at all times be available from publications on the message-boards. Deviations from these regulations if applicable will also be posted at these boards, no matter the date validity of the deviations. S/NLF authorities or personnel in charge at ORS may give deviations.

Areas not governed by these regulations are at all times governed by regulations given by S/NLF.

These regulations, including appendices, should at all times be available at ORS, posted on message-boards, and in printed form as handouts to users of ORS. All gliderpilots has to annually sign for reading these regulations. This is done in the book laying in the reception at ORS. 

2 AIRFIELD PERSON IN CHARGE

The airfield's person in charge should be appointed at all times. There should at all times be a person in charge at the airfield ORS. This person in to be chosen by S/NLF, should live in close proximity to the airfield, and be easily reachable at all times. This abiding by regulations governing use of public airports. 

The person in charge is responsible for safety and flight operation at ORS. This includes routine inspections of the quality and condition of the airfield's runway and its surrounding areas. This also includes obstacles on and around the runway and runway markings, as well as further monitoring of the installations, equipment, and buildings. A log is to be updated no less than once a week, keeping track of observations. A form, given by S/NLF, exists for this purpose. Logs should be kept for a minimum of 24 months. During the winter season, the person in charge at ORS is responsible for keeping the runway free of snow according to the activity at the airfield. The frictional condition of the runway is also to be taking into consideration. When conditions is found unsuitable for flying, the airfield is to be closed.  Such closings are to be reported to S/NLF authorities.

The responsibility, unless noted otherwise, is divided as follows:

· Summer season (01.04 – 30.09), branch manager of S/NLF is person in charge at ORS.

· Winter season (01.10 – 31.03) person appointed by Elverum Flyklubb, Motorgruppen is person in charge at ORS. According to BSL 4-1, pt. 3.3 there should always be elected a temporary person in charge if person in charge is absent.

If the person in charge finds it necessary to close the airfield for a period of more than 7, seven, days, this is to be reported to the Norwegian Aviation Authorities (LV)

The person in charge at ORS is responsible for reporting significant changes to the airport to the Norwegian Aviation Authorities (LV)

Name, address and phone number of the person in charge should at all times be available on message-boards at ORS.

3 ASL – Person in charge of gliding activity

An ASL should be appointed at all times when the airfield is used for instruction/tutoring or activity exceeding single flights. When gliding activity is organised by S/NLF/NAK, S/NLF is responsible for appointing an ASL. Other users of ORS (clubs), is responsible for appointing of a single, common ASL. This person abides by regulations given by S/NLF, and may be instructor in charge, competition manager or similar.

ASL should at all times have good knowledge of regulations for flying at Starmoen (ORS), and experience from operation from this airport. 

Operations, routines or other activities/incidents, not working at a satisfactory level of safety, is to instantly be reported to the ASL. He/she may respond with temporary measures until these conditions are corrected permanently. The ASL is responsible for reporting any deviations from normal activity to S/NLF.

4 GROUND CHIEF (Bakkesjef, BS)

The BS should be appointed from, and abide by the general regulations given by S/NLF.

BS are responsible for organising all traffic on the ground, and appoint the person responsible for the ground radio station. There is to be 1, one, BS functioning at the same time. The BS is to stay in a position where he/she has full view of all traffic on the ground, and in the landing pattern. BS is not to leave his/her ”base” as long as glider activity is being performed, unless there can be appointed a temporary BS. 

BS are responsible for safety zones around the runway are free from obstacles at all times, and should inform all strangers of the dangers of operating on, and around the manoeuvre area.

BS should be easily identifiable, and use an armband or hat marked ”BAKKESJEF”. S/NLF is responsible for making this equipment available to the users of ORS. Is of utmost importance that the BS have the necessary qualifications, and have a commanding personality, to be respected for his/her decisions. 

5 COMMUNICATIONS/USE OF RADIO/AIRSPACE

Frequency for radio communications at Starmoen (ORS) airport is 123.35 MHz. All traffic on the ground and in the landing pattern should use this frequency. Aeroplanes operating from Starmoen should be able to establish sufficient two-way radio communication.

The radio station on the ground is to be operational as long as glider activity is performed from ORS.

Aircraft on the ground and in the air is to be given information only. Such information should be given without request, and in short, clear language, giving information of runway in use, wind and weather, and other known traffic in the area. 

In periods of high activity at ORS, irrelevant communication on Starmoen frequency (123.35 MHz) is to be avoided. Alternative frequencies, will be posted at the message-boards at ORS.

When it is desired to open ”Glider area GLOMMA” in OSLO TMA, this area should be opened and closed according to procedures regulated by separate regulations ”Regulations regarding areas Oslo and Farris TMA for gliding activity”. When ”Glider area GLOMMA” is opened, the cellular phone of S/NLF, phone number 95 90 58 87, should be operational and served by personnel with knowledge of the construction of the airspace, actual geographical placement in the area, and relevant terminology. ”Glider area GLOMMA” is in effect from February 24th, 2003, and may be opened from this date.

Notice should be taken of the danger area around RENA airport, Landsørkje,  RENA MIL: Centre 61:11:20 N, 011:22:33 E. Radius 3km. Vertical GROUND – FL95 – se map in appendices. Military parachuting is performed at this airport, and gliders approaching this area, is to monitor frequency 135.30 MHz. Communications on this frequency is to be kept at a minimum. This includes communications between gliders, and unnecessary contact with the military plane. Communications on this frequency are to be performed only for safety reasons. XXXXXXXyyyyyyy

Notice should also be taken of the danger area around Østre ÆRA airport. This is the National Parachuting Centre. Contact should be made on frequency 121.35 MHz, prior to entering the area. Danger areas also exist around Termingmoen, Elverum and Haslemoen, Våler. 

6 GLIDING ACTIVITY

ORS is generally open to all glider activity organised by S/NLF. Visitors wanting to fly are to contact ASL or person at charge at ORS.

Gliderpilots, clubs or other people wanting to fly from ORS at courses or gatherings or other glider activity that may demand more from ORS than single flights are to report this in advance to avoid collisions in activity.

Every pilot involved in glider activity at the airport is to have his licence and flightlog at hand. These should be made available to persons in charge on demand.

The following activities demand special agreement and approval from the person at charge at ORS.

· All aerobatics flying in the local area.

· Instrumental flying in the local area.

· Use of other launching methods than aerotow.

· Low-pass! This is generally not allowed! Exceptions may be made in competitions.

Gliders should not be parked/left in such way that the taxiway is blocked. Aeroplanes should be pushed as far out to the side, that other aeroplanes may pass by good margin. This point is especially important when operating from runway 33. When many gliders are operation, gliders should be parked on the west side of the runway. 

All landing patterns flown with gliders should be flown on the west side of the airport (over the golf course). Crosswind legs are not to be flown, and flying below 300m QFE east of the airport are normally not to be performed. Motorised aircraft fly downwind legs east of the centreline, and should make their way to the east side of the centreline well north, or south, of the airport. 

7 DISTANCE GLIDING

Distance gliding not performed at gatherings, courses etc., are to be informed on the message-board at ORS; including type of aircraft, pilot’s name, and task chosen. This is from a safety point of view.

When an out-landing is performed, the pilot is to report this to personnel in charge at ORS by phone. Information given by radio communication is not assumed a final report.

Pilots planning distance flying are to note the phone number to be used for reporting an out-landing. ORS is responsible of informing by notices, which phone numbers are to be used for this purpose.

8 COMPETITION FLYING

During competitions there is to be a competition management. The following information should at all times be available by postings on message-boards:

· The name of persons in the competition management.

· The name of the ASL.

· Task of the day.

· Possible alternative radio frequencies.

Goal line passing is not to be performed lower than 50m QFE above the runway!

The competition management is responsible for informing the ATC prior to, and after competition is finished.

9 AEROTOW

All towing pilots serving at ORS are to have valid licences and permissions (aerotow permission issued by NAK). These are to be shown to the personnel in charge upon request. 

A map of exit- and entering- patterns is supplied as an appendix to these regulations. Towpilots are to use extreme caution, and make sure flying is not performed over densely populated areas, churches, hospitals etc. below 1000 ft. QFE.

Upon dropping of the towline and landing, towplanes are to adapt to gliders in the landing pattern and gliders being prepared for departure. 

NOTE: Dropping of the towline is to be performed on ”short final”, unless otherwise appointed.

If dropping of the towline is done while glider is lined up on the runway, the passing of the glider and the dropping of the towline is to be performed WELL CLEAR TO THE SIDE OF THE GLIDER. 

10 MOTORISED FLIGHT

Upon performing motorised flight from Starmoen, the pilot is to obtain information regarding the current glider activity in the area. All flying is to be planned with such activity in mind. All glider activity in the area will be made available on message-boards at ORS.

When glider activity is performed in the area, caution is to be taken during:

· Start-up, warm-up, ”run-up”, and taxiing to departure position. 

· Choosing of entering- and exiting- flight paths. These paths are to be placed to the routes and waypoints given in the appendices of these regulations.

· Extra caution should be taken when flying the landing pattern. Keep an eye out for gliders in the pattern, and the proximity of the airport. 

For taxiing, flying the landing pattern, and flying in the local area (inside a radius of 10 km from the airport, up to 2000 ft. QFE), all communications are to be performed at 123.35 MHz.

11 OTHER USE OF THE AIRPORT

Other use of the airport, like parachuting, microplane-flying hang-gliding, and ballooning, may be allowed when glider activity is performed, but only after permission from S/NLF or responsible personnel at ORS. Permission is given in each case if possible. 

If such activity is stopped by personnel in charge at ORS, this decision must be respected to full extent. 

All flying of model aeroplanes is, unless allowed by S/NLF or personnel in charge at ORS, to be conducted by Elverum Flyklubb, Modellflygruppen. Modelflying by EFK, Modellflygruppen is described in separate regulations available as posted on message-boards at ORS. Model aeroplane pilots must abide by this during their activity at ORS.

12 PARKING AND DRIVING OF CARS

Car parking, trailers, built gliders and motorised aircraft are to be placed according to the parking regulations, markings and established patterns in the area. At bigger events/gatherings/competitions, separate plans for parking will be posted. 

Driving of cars on the airfield is prohibited! During competitions, there will be given dispensation during certain times, for towing gliders with water ballast to the grid by car. This may also be done when there is insufficient crew to move gliders by hand. Driving of cars on the airfield should be kept at a minimum, and should be done with extreme caution.

13 ACCIDENTS- AND RESCUE SERVICES

Separate regulations are given for accidents- and rescue services. 

If an accident, or serious incident, occurs, ASL or BS, or another person at charge at ORS is responsible for co-ordination of necessary personnel for tasks described in “Instruks for havari og redningstjeneste”. Special attention should be given pressure from media. All contact with the press is to be done by personnel in charge at ORS!

14 OTHER INFORMATION

S/NLF is the responsible owner and user of ORS. These regulations, guidelines and appointments regulate appointing of responsibility and authority. For use of the airport area (not mentioned in these regulations), there is to be written approvement between the user and S/NLF.

If no board is elected for ORS, the board of S/NLF is board of ORS.

The board of S/NLF handles all complaints/disagreements.

The board of S/NLF may, as it finds necessary, give authority and responsibility to clubs or other recognised personnel for shorter periods of time.

Specially appointed/recognised personnel from Elverum Flyklubb are responsible for rules/regulations and areas under their operation from ORS, are followed and maintained at a satisfactory level. This also includes activities that normally do not involve ORS's primary interests or goals.
